	UTC CONFIRMATION OF APPLICANT STATUS FOR DOCTORAL PATHWAY 

	
1. Non-residential students applying for the UTC PhD research programme must confirm that they have appropriate access to a suitable research library. Convenient access means that the library is geographically convenient and the candidate should indicate in their Letter of Intent which library they have access to and the distance from their home to the library.

1. The UTC PhD is available as a full-time or part-time pathway. Applicants must indicate in their Letter of Intent whether they wish to be considered for the full-time or part-time pathway. In the UK Higher Education sector a full-time PhD pathway means at least 35 hours of work per week with 8 weeks annual leave over a three year period. Applicants should regard full-time doctoral research as similar to a full-time occupation. A part-time PhD pathway means 17 hours per week (excluding holidays) over a six-year period. If you are unable to maintain this schedule in certain period of the programme you may have to dedicate more time to intensive study.

International students applying to live in the UK and study full-time should be aware that VISA conditions restrict opportunities for paid employment. Only full-time international students may study in residence at UTC.

Students wishing to study full-time should plan to work at a minimal level and should have appropriate funding in place to support them during their doctoral research.

In accepting a place on the PhD pathway at UTC applicants are agreeing to inform their primary supervisor of their work/study balance and to review this with their supervisor as necessary.
